The Northern duo intro-
duced her to O’Callaghan
and the pair are currently
working on a follow-up to
their all-conquering debut.

“I’ve also recorded a track
with Armin Van Buuren.”

TRANCE and hard dance fans will be
thrilled with the relaunch of Hard Breed at
The Vaults in Dublin tonight.

Mark Young’s hi-octane party will boast
two vaults of sound with some fantastic
international and Irish DJs performing.

The Nu Breed Room is headlined by
trance superstars MIKE Push and Matt
Hardwick with support from fast rising
Dublin DJ Al Redmond.

The Hard Breed room boasts renowned
female DJ Anne Savage and hardcore hero
DJ Dougal.

Brit trance supremo Matt Hardwick
enjoyed a rapid ascendancy into the dance
music hierarchy in the ’90s thanks to his
work with the global phenomenon that is
Gatecrasher.

Matt enjoyed massive success more
recently when his Essential Mix on BBC
Radio 1 in October 2005 was voted second
best of the year — after Sasha.

And in 2007, Matt’s remix of ‘Gulf –
Impossible’ was selected by Motorola to
launch the new David Beckham Razr
phone, while his Gatecrasher Immortal CD
sold a whopping 100,000 copies.

Mike Dierickx, aka M.I.K.E Push, is a living
legend who has recorded classic dance
anthems under more than 40 pseudonyms.

M.I.K.E. is a key artist for Armin’s Armada
label collective and runs his own Club Elite
and Maximised imprints. His 2007 album
Moving On In Life was a huge success.

DJ Competition 2008 is DJ Smithy, who
gets to play tonight and will receive �100 in
Abbey Discs vouchers. Deserved runners-
up were Morgan, Gary Quigley, Gerard
McLoughlin and Leon Clarke.
